USA Will Have
Unprecedented

Voice In Electing New
Pope.

When the next Papal Conclave meets behind closed
doors to replace the retiring Pope Benedict XVI, the
United States will have an unprecedented voice in
the process.

Eleven cardinal electors, almost 10 percent of the
conclave, will be Americans -- the largest share the
country has ever had, even though it has historically
had a large Catholic population.

The retiring pope gets credit for the greater influence
of the U.S.

Last year, he named three new American cardinals,
increasing the U.S. total to 19. Only 11 will be
electors because in order to vote in the papal
election, the cardinals must be under 80 when the
pope being replaced dies or leaves his seat.

With 11 votes, the U.S. is now the second-largest
bloc, behind only Italy, which has 28 electors,
according to the Holy See press office at the Vatican.
Germany is third, with six. The new pontiff is
expected to be elected by the end of March,
according to Vatican officials.

The archbishop of New York, Cardinal Timothy Dolan,
explains the "mixed emotions" he feels about the
news that Pope Benedict XVI will resign on February
28, saying he feels a "special bond" with the pope.

The shift in power toward the U.S. “reflects the
vitality of the Catholic Church in the United States,”
John Paul Il biographer George Weigel said in
November.

The U.S. has as many as 78 million Catholics,
according to the Center for Applied Research in the
Apostolate at  Georgetown  University. For
comparison’s sake, Italy, despite having the largest
share of electors and being primarily Catholic, has a
total population of fewer than 61 million residents,
according to World Bank estimates from 2011.

"It remains to be seen whether this numerical weight
will actually translate into influence at the conclave,"
Speciale said in November. "Though national links
are powerful, many other factors ... play into the
secret voting at the Sistine Chapel."

Some experts have suggested that the next pope
might be from Latin America.

Reuters noted Monday that Latin America now
"represents 42 percent of the world's 1.2 billion-
strong Catholic population, the largest single block in
the Church, compared to 25 percent in its European
heartland."

Archbishop Gerhard Mueller, who now holds the
pope's old post as head of the Congregation for the
Doctrine of the Faith, is among the senior Vatican
officials to suggest that it might be Latin America's
turn.

"I know a lot of bishops and cardinals from Latin
America who could take responsibility for the
universal Church," he told Duesseldorf's Rheinische
Post newspaper in December.

Cardinal Roger M. Mahony, the retired archbishop of
Los Angeles, announced in a statement Monday that
he will help pick the next pope: "l look forward to
traveling to Rome soon to help thank Pope Benedict
XVI for his gifted service to the Church, and to
participate in the Conclave to elect his successor."

Mahony's announcement that he'll participate in the
decision came despite documents revealing he was
complicit in protecting priests accused of sex abuse
during his tenure as head of the Archdiocese of Los
Angeles.

The 85-year-old pope says he no longer has the
strength to carry out his duties, announcing that he
will resign effective February 28. NBC's Claudio
Lavanga reports from Rome.

That boosts Italy's chances of taking back the
papacy for one of its own following decades under a
Polish and a German pope — or at least playing the
kingmaker role if an Italian candidate doesn't
emerge.

Only the U.S. comes close, with 12 cardinals under
80. In remarks at the start of the service, Benedict
recalled that the red color of the three-pointed hat,

VATICAN CITY -- Jorge Mario Bergoglio, an
Argentinean Jesuit who is the first in his order
and the first from Latin America to hold the
see of Peter, has been elected the
266th bishop of Rome and leader of the
world's 1.2 billion Catholics.

Appearing on a balcony of St. Peter's Basilica
about an hour and 10 minutes after white
smoke from a chimney above the Sistine
Chapel first signaled his election Wednesday,
Bergoglio was introduced by his birth name
with the traditional proclamation of the Latin
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phrase ("We have a

pope").

"Habemus papam"

Then came pronouncement of the choice of
his papal name: Francis.

At 76, Bergoglio is only two years younger
than Joseph Ratzinger was when he was
elected Pope Benedict XVI in April 2005.

"Now let's start working together, walking
together in the church of Rome, which is the
first among churches. This is part of the
governance of love, of trust," the Argentinian
said.

"Let us pray for each other, let us pray for the

entire world because there is great
brotherhood in the world," Francis continued.
"I hope the path that | am about to take now

and my father will help me to be fruitful for

the evangelization of this beautiful
city."

Francis is the first non-European pope in more
than 1,200 years. The last was the Syrian
Gregory lll, who died in 741.

"Perhaps for the first time in modern times,
the global outlook of the church is

reflected at the highest level of the church,"”

On Saturday, he will host an audience for the
more than 6,000 journalists who came from
around the world to cover the conclave. On
Sunday, he is schedule to lead the traditional
Angelus prayer.

He will inaugurate his papal ministry on
Tuesday, the Feast of St. Joseph, with a special
Mass at 9:30 a.m. in St. Peter's Square.
Hundreds of thousands, including dignitaries
and political leaders from around the world,
are expected to attend.

Born in Buenos Aires in 1936, Bergoglio is the

son of an Italian immigrant and railway worker
from the region around Turin. He has four
brothers and sisters.

From 1973 to 1979, he served as the Jesuit
provincial in Argentina, then in 1980 became
the rector of the seminary from which he had
graduated.

During what is commonly known as

Argentina's "Dirty War," when a military
junta ruled the country from 1976 to 1983,
Bergoglio mandated that Jesuits continue to
staff parishes and act as chaplains rather than
moving into "base communities" and political
activism.

Some have claimed the future pope did not
do enough then to protect church
workers against the dictatorship.

Bergoglio was named auxiliary bishop of
Buenos Aires in 1992, then succeeded the
ailing Cardinal Antonio Quarracino in 1998.
Pope John Paul Il made Bergoglio a cardinal in
2001.

He is also known as a staunch defender of the

church's  traditional sexual teachings,
opposing abortion, same-sex marriage and
contraception. In 2010, he said gay adoption

is a form of discrimination against children.

He later became bishop and archbishop of
Buenos Aires.

The entire Catholic _hierarchy was be-
hind the US sponsored military dicta-
torship. It is worth recalling that on March
23, 1976, on the eve of the military coup:
“‘Videla and other plotters received the
blessing of the Archbishop of Parana,
Adolfo Tortolo, who also served as vicar
of the armed forces. The day of the take-
over itself, the military leaders had a
lengthy meeting with the leaders of the
bishop’s conference. As he emerged
from that meeting, Archbishop Tortolo stat-
ed that although “the church has its own
specific mission . . . there are circum-
stances in which it cannot refrain from
participating even when it is a matter of
problems related to the specific order of
the state.” He urged Argentinians to
“cooperate in a positive way” with the
new government.” (The Humanist.org,
January 2011, emphasis added)

In an interview conducted with El Sur,
General Jorge Videla, who is now serving
a life sentence for crimes against humani-
ty confirmed that:

“‘He kept the country’s Catholic hierar-
chy informed about his regime’s policy
of “disappearing” political opponents,
and that Catholic leaders offered advice
on how to “manage” the policy.

Jorge Videla said he had “many conversa-
tions” with Argentina’s primate, Cardinal
Raul Francisco Primatesta, about his
regime’s dirty war against left-wing activ-
ists. He said there were also conversa-
tions with other leading bishops from Ar-
gentina’s episcopal conference as well as
with the country’s papal nuncio at the
time, Pio Laghi.

“They advised us about the manner in
which to deal with the situation,” said
Videla” (Tom Henningan, Former Argentin-
ian dictator says he told the Catholic
Church of the disappeared, Irish Times,
July 24, 2012, emphasis added).

It is worth noting that according to a 1976
statement by Archbishop Adolfo Tortolo,
the military would always consult with a
member of the Catholic hierarchy in the
case of the “arrest” of a grassroots mem-
ber of the clergy. This statement was
made specifically in relation to the two kid-
napped Jesuit priests, whose pastoral ac-
tivities were under the authority of Society
of Jesus “provincial” Jorge Mario Ber-
goglio. (El Periodista Online, March 2013).

In endorsing the military Junta, the Catho-
lic hierarchy was complicit in torture and
mass killings, an estimated “22,000
dead and disappeared, from 1976
to 1978 ... Thousands of additional vic-
tims were killed between 1978 and 1983
when the military was forced from pow-
er.” (National Security Archive, March 23,
2006).

The Role of the Vatican

The Vatican under Pope Paul VI and Pope
John Paul Il played a central role in sup-
porting the Argentinian military Junta.

Pio Laghi, the Vatican’s apostolic nuncio
to Argentina admitted “turning a blind eye”
to the torture and massacres. Laghi had
personal ties to members of the ruling mil-
itary junta including General Jorge Videla
and Admiral Emilio Eduardo Massera.

"What makes this Pope so im-
portant is the speed with which he has captured the imaginations
of millions who had given up on hoping for the church at all,"
Time said in its cover story.

Francis would visit Israel this year,
which would make him only the fourth pontiff to
visit the Holy Land in the modern era.

The visit comes during a period of dramatic
outreach for the Roman Catholic Church under
Francis — not only to other faiths but also to groups
often marginalized by the church in the past — and
fairly early in Francis’s papacy. Francis will have
been pope for just over 14 months when he travels
to Israel, Jordan and the West Bank on May 24-25.

Only Paul VI, who became the first modern
pope to visit Jerusalem six months into his

papacy in 1964, made such a trip so early in his
reign. But Paul’s trip came before the Vatican even
recognized Israel as a sovereign state.

Pope John Paul Il visited Israel in 2000 and Pope
Benedict XVI made the trip in 2009.

“It’s less newsworthy now that the pope will travel
to Israel and Palestine than it was a generation ago,
but it is also significant to note it comes very early
in his papacy, which | think shows it is a high
priority,” said the Rev. Alistair Sear, a retired church
historian. “John Paul traveled more than any pope
in history and he did a great deal to bring Jews and
Catholics closer, but he didn’t go to Israel until the
22nd year of his papacy.”

The pope “is very welcome in Israel and he will be
greeted as warmly as his predecessors were,”
Foreign Ministry spokesman Yigal Palmor said

Sunday.

But the trip has been rumored since early October,
when Vatican spokesman Fr. Federico Lombardi said
a visit to the Holy Land was a “possibility” for 2014
and Rabbi Abraham Skorka in Buenos Aires, a long-
time friend of Francis, said the pope had a “life-
long dream” to visit Jerusalem and Bethlehem.
Even as a priest, bishop, or cardinal, Mario Jose
Bergoglio — who became Pope Francis last March —
never visited Israel.

Francis told the crowd gathered in St. Peter’s

Square in rainy weather that he announced the trip

to Jerusalem, Bethlehem, and Amman “in the
climate of joy that is typical of the Christmas
season.”

Until that moment, the Vatican steadfastly refused
to confirm speculation about a papal trip to Israel,
even after President Shimon Peres formally invited
him to make the journey last April and Prime
Minister  Binyamin the

wave of tourism to Rome and the Vatican city state.
He has also started a period of outreach in the
church, taking steps to improve relations with other
faiths as well as to often marginalized groups within
the church, including women, homosexuals and
divorced Catholics. During his visit to Rome last
year, Peres praised the gradual thawing of once icy
